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At Capital Bible Church, our statement of faith
proclaims:
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1. That the Scriptures of the Old and New Testaments are ab-
solutely inspired of God, inerrant in the original writing and

are of supreme and final authority in all areas of knowl-
edge, faith and conduct.
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2. There is one God, eternally existing in three persons; Fa-
ther, Son and Holy Spirit.
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3. That the Genesis account of creation is to be accepted lit-
erally.
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4. That Jesus Christ was conceived of the Holy Spirit, born of
Mary, a virgin and was true man and true God.
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5. That man, created in the image of God, sinned and
thereby incurred not only physical death but also spiritual
death, which is separation from God. That all human be-

ings are born with a sinful nature and are sinners in
thought, word and deed.
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6. That the Lord Jesus Christ died for our sins as a substitu-
tionary sacrifice and that all who believe on Him are justi-
fied freely through His shed blood.

7. The eternal security of the believer in Christ.
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8. The actual bodily resurrection of Jesus Christ, His ascen-
sion into Heaven and His present ministry as our great
High Priest.
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9. That the church on earth is comprised of local, autonomous
fellowships of believers and that there are two ordinances;
believer's baptism and the Lord's Supper, neither essential
for salvation but commanded in the life of the believer.
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10. That all who receive by faith the Lord Jesus Christ are
born again of the Holy Spirit and thereby become the chil-
dren of God.
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The bodily resurrection of the just and the unjust, the .11
everlasting blessedness of the saved and the everlasting

.punishment of the lost
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12. The pre-tribulation rapture of the church and the pre-mil-
lennial coming again of the Lord Jesus Christ in power and
great glory.
